Dear Dr Roberts,


I have read with interest you recent articles concerning particulate
monitoring in the Hunter Valley.
The instruments that have been proposed by DECC do not take into account
particulates below 10 microns ( PM 10 ), which are a significantly
higher health risk to residents.
Kenelec Scientific provide a much lower cost alternative to these fixed
stations, which can measure both PM 10 and PM 2.5, as well as gather a
gravimetric sample to allow further analysis of particulates.
This information can be uploaded in real time to a website, to enable
the community to see when and where, high levels of particulates may occur.
