NEWSLETTER
The ‘Save Bunnan’ committee is keen to keep the community informed of our actions in the fight against Coal Seam Gas drilling by Santos and our efforts to protect our vital aquifers. Because of the intense secrecy demanded by the Santos, the only way the community will get a satisfactory outcome is by honest communication. 
ACTIONS:

1. The April 28th meeting held by Santos was well attended and searching questions were asked. Santos is keen to demonstrate that they are different and that all the problems in Queensland and the rest of the world will never happen here. Santos feels that they did not get a fair hearing and have scheduled another meeting for Tuesday 24th May at 7.30. 
2. There will be a community meeting before this at 7pm at the Tennis club, where NO GAS signs will be available (these can be bought from Denis White at any time) as well as a petition. We also need to discuss the raising of funds and the election of an executive. 
3. Members of the committee attended a meeting in Singleton and also a seminar in Tamworth on 13th May, where our concerns were put to MP Tony Windsor, who has a Private Members bill before Parliament specifically related to the impact on agricultural land and aquifers, by the actions of CSG mining.
4. Letters have been sent to MP George Souris and we hope for a meeting with him soon; letters have also been sent to the new Minister for Primary Industry, Katrina Hodgkinson.
5. Members of the committee met with Joel Fitzgibbon on Monday 16th in Scone and a letter was delivered to him. Also on the 16th May, a public forum was held in Sydney on the Environmental Impacts of Coal Seam Gas and Coal Mining in NSW, and the Hunter Valley Protection Alliance will provide us with feedback.

6. Contact has been made with the Wybong Action Group and they have offered to incorporate the Bunnan issue onto their website. See www.wag.org.au Contact has also been made with other concerned groups in Broke and the Illawarra.

7. Letters have been sent to the ‘Scone Advocate’ and interviews with members of the committee have been published. The ‘Save Bunnan’ committee has become incorporated to safeguard individuals against legal action.
